With few illusions as to what I was
doing, I agreed to take the tiger by the
tail. 1 let go now,after four hectic but
interesting years,with a mixture of relief
and reluctance.

In full consciousness of the magazinés
shorteomings, I can only say that I did oy
best, under difficulties [ would rather
not now dwell upon,to make {t apublicaticn
worthy of its subscribers. It 1s some corn-
solation to be assured by a number ¢of the

* latter, both here and overseas, that I was
not altogether unsuccessful in this.

For one particular fault, the lateness
and irregularity of issue,l would specially
apologise. Often this was due to factors
beyond my control. Generally it arosefrom
the fact that, for reasons of essential
economy, a methoC 37 reprocuction was em-
ployed that involved far more physical ef-

fort on the part of the editor than could
be endured indefinitely.

Following a bout of i1ll health, during
which I was forcibly made to realise the
extent to which this self-commitment had
disrupted my home life and personal career,
I decided that the time had come to callit
a day.

I do so with regret. But at least, New
Zealand chess-players no longer face the
position which threatened with the demise
of our predecessor four years ago.They are
fortunate in that another chess magazine
now exists o carry on the torch. We pass
it on to Mr Frostwith every confidence and
the wish that our own Jloyal subscribers
will afford him the same measureof support
that was accorded ourselves,

To those generous subscribers who have
kept us going, In spite of ourselves,
through the years,I can only say thank you
and give the assurance that unexpired sub-
scriptions will be repaid in full as soon
as our assets - such as they are = are re-
alised.

To those critics who have at various
times helped us with suggestions - thanks
also; your assi{stance has been most appre-
clated. To the unpalid correspondents in
the various clubs throughout the country
who have helped in making the“Chessplayer®
a news as well as a views magazine - my
sincere gratitude. A special thank you to

my direct helpers; Mr Dartnall, who tried
to keep my editorial page up t0 scratch,
and 1n the latter stages, to0k over the
Problen section; Mr J.D.Steele, the Games
Editor, whose selections and annotations
brought quality to the magazine; Mr Hewitt
of Dunedin, our original Problem Editor,
who also handled this section well under
most difficult circumstances.

At Hamilton and New Plymouth
the top pairs were all Aucklanders, and 1f
they did not want to play off on the spot,
it would have been a simple matter to ar-
range the play-off within a week or two in
their return home.l understand that in the
case of Christchurch,one player decided he
could not walt for a play off,and the other
player would wait but reluctantly. In sll
these cases Rule 18 should have applied.
The N.Z.Chess Council is composed of all
Aucklanders, and it seems to me an extra-
ordinary move to simply announce that they
have deeided to caneel Congress Rule {8
withont first submitting the proposal to
the clubs for their consideration. A rule
that has stood the test of time for the
last 60 or 70 years should surely be
treated with more respect.
